The 100th Anniversary The Great Gatsby: A Celebration of Modernism
Group Project 
Using Modernist Art to illustrate The Great Gatsby
During the Modernist Era in literature and art, writers and artists illustrated how one’s reality can never measure up to the  unlimited possibilities and power of one’s imagination.
The Modernist Studies Association (MSA) made a pledge to launch the 100 year anniversary edition of The Great Gatsby in 2025.  Scribner Publishing is seeking to make it a true Modernist Edition by incorporating Modernist paintings as illustrations of the themes, tones, characters, and attributes of this complex cultural movement in American history.
Your group mission is to show how The Great Gatsby shares Modernist attributes with the abundance of visual artwork which flourished during this creative time period. 
Individual Responsibilities:  

I. Carefully select a quotation from the novel that is a great example of Modernism at play in The Great Gatsby.  

II. Identify the context of the quotation and be prepared to relay the context of the passage in your oral presentation.

III. Once you have identified the context, you will analyze the passage.  Write a body paragraph, developing an understanding of the modernist attributes and themes illustrated by the quotation.  
IV. Condense your analysis into key bullet points which will eventually end up on a slide for your presentation.

V. After performing some research online, select painting as an abstract representation of some aspect found in The Great Gatsby.  You will make a case for illustrating your selected moment from the novel using this painting or piece of visual art. 
VI. Cite all resources. (This is important for your presentation).
Group Responsibilities
I. Now focus on the paintings selected by your fellow group members.  Review and discuss each painting.  Consider the all of the elements at play in the painting and how the visual may connect with various themes, settings, images, characters, and scenes from The Great Gatsby.  Consider the connotative forces and Modernist attributes.
II.  Can you identify a common theme across all group members? Once you have discussed one another’s work, you are ready to construct your presentation.
III.  Construct a brief introduction for the group’s presentation.  

IV.   Lead with a thesis statement that provides a critical lens and direction.

V.   Each group member should be able to analyze their passage and painting in approximately 8 minutes (average).
Requirements:

The Individual Written Assignment:

You have been assigned a particular painting to use for illustration of the 100th anniversary edition of The Great Gatsby. Select a passage from The Great Gatsby that connects (through the use modernist attributes) to your selected painting.  In one or two well-developed paragraphs analyze the passage for F. Scott’s Fitzgerald’s use of modernist attributes while developing a modernist theme in The Great Gatsby.  Be sure to make specific reference to Fitzgerald’s use of diction and imagery as you analyze the passage.

The Group Presentation Requirements:

I. Each group member is responsible for presenting one of the paintings to the class.  Be prepared to present your analysis of the passage from The Great Gatsby in connection to the painting.  Provide your interpretation of its content and subject matter, and how it represents The Great Gatsby.  (5-10 minutes per student).

II. You should be able to summarize and explain your analysis of the passage and then draw the audience’s attention to the artwork to showcase why the painting is suited to illustrate this moment in the novel for the anniversary edition.
